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Gabriel DuBois, Design Director at THD Design Group, Inc., spoke before the Commission.  He urged the 
Commission to consider Option #1, which would authorize two driveway aprons onto Old Bonhomme 
Road. 

Discussion ensued over existing horseshoe driveways along Old Bonhomme Road, the concern 
expressed as conflict points, and the surface coverage of the front yards 

Ms. Waggoner motioned to approve the Petition to append the approved Community Design and Concept 
Stormwater Management Plan Review for the new home at 9241 Old Bonhomme Road for a driveway 
expansion as illustrated in Option #1 for the new single family home at 9241 Old Bonhomme Road as 
presented in the Memorandum from the Department of Planning and Community Development dated May 
16, 2019, subject to any staff conditions noted therein.  The staff conditions included the following: 

1. Previous conditions noted in the approval letter dated June 26, 2018. 
2. Building Permit Plans shall be in compliance with the Commission reviewed plans consisting 

of site improvement plans provided by THD Design Group, dated 5/08/2019, subject to any 
required modifications noted herein. 

Motion was seconded by Mr. Abel.  On a voice vote, the following votes were taken:

The motion failed (4 to 1). 

Prior to Adjournment, Petitioner Venkat Rathikindi for New Business Item #5.A 9241 Old Bonhomme 
Road requested the Commission to reconsider Item #5.A, an amendment to the approved Community 
Design and Concept Stormwater Management Review to expand the approved driveway as illustrated 
in Option #2. 

Mr. Saunders motioned to reconsider.  Ms. Rich seconded.  On a roll call vote, the following votes were 
taken:

The motion to reconsider passed unanimously (5 to 0). 

Gabriel DuBois, Design Director at THD Design Group, Inc., spoke before the Commission.  He requested 
the Commission consider Option #2, which included only one apron onto Old Bonhomme Road with a 
circular driveway centered in the front yard setback. 

Mr. Abel motioned to approve the Petition to append the approved Community Design and Concept 
Stormwater Management Plan Review for the new home at 9241 Old Bonhomme Road for a driveway 
expansion as illustrated in Option #2 for the new single family home at 9241 Old Bonhomme Road as 
presented in the Memorandum from the Department of Planning and Community Development dated May 
16, 2019, subject to any staff conditions noted therein.  The staff conditions included the following: 

1. Previous conditions noted in the approval letter dated June 26, 2018. 
2. Building Permit Plans shall be in compliance with the Commission reviewed plans consisting of 

site improvement plans provided by THD Design Group, dated 5/08/2019, subject to any required 
modifications noted herein. 

Motion was seconded by Ms. Rich.  On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously, 5 to 0. 

B. 1111 Collingwood Lane 
Mr. Trejo provided an overview of the petition request and staff report provided for this item. 

Motion by Mr. Saunders to approve the Petition for Community Design, Site Plan, and Concept 
Stormwater Management Plan Review for a new single-family home at 1111 Collingwood Lane, as 
presented in the Memorandum from the Department of Planning and Community Development dated May 
16, 2019 subject to any staff conditions noted therein.  The staff conditions included the following: 
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1. Remove existing driveway apron with vertical curb. 
2. Remove and replace sidewalk. 
3. Property owner to seek a letter confirming the actions to detach the driveway and measures to 

be used to protect the neighbor’s concrete area during the construction process. 
4. The first 5-ft from the side property line to remain unobstructed. 
5. Grading easement to be placed 5-ft along the side and rear lot lines.  Grading easement is to 

maintain drainage and slopes between property lines and to maintain the drainage swale in the 
rear yard. 

6. At the time of application for a building permit, the Petitioner shall submit a final Stormwater Site 
Improvement Plan for review.  Final site improvements to include construction specifications for 
Stormwater detention and grading plan.  Fees shall be paid for required inspections by the City’s 
Stormwater Consultant. Cost per inspection is $250.  Additional inspections shall be conducted 
by staff. 

7. The top of foundation elevation be limited to no more than 591.7.  Staff shall be provided an 
opportunity to require additional grading changes to the site, including adjusting the proposed top 
of foundation and location of detention areas, as necessary to control/limit Stormwater runoff on 
the site and to adjacent properties. Any revised changes in the field to provide revised plans while 
building permits are active. 

8. Building Permit Plans shall be in compliance with the Commission reviewed plans consisting of 
architectural plans provided by DL Design, with a revision date of 05/01/19, and site improvement 
plans provided by Vance Engineering, Inc. with a revised date of 05/06/19, subject to any required 
modifications noted herein. 

9. Verification of the proposed building setbacks, the location of the footing forms, and an estimation 
of the overall residential building height based on the elevation of the footing forms are to be 
provided by a registered surveyor of the State of Missouri to the Building Division before the 
pouring of the building footings. 

10. Any exposed portions of the foundation wall along Collingwood Drive and the side elevation along 
the south and north in which the foundation wall exceeds a height of one foot (1’) above the 
approve finished grade shall have an exterior finish cover equal to that of the overall exterior 
elevation finish.  Building plans submitted at the time of building permit application are to be 
reflective of this condition. 

This motion included a condition for the Petitioner to add a second window along the south side elevation 
Motion seconded by Ms. Waggoner.  On a voice vote, the motion passed 5-0.  

C. 738 Harvest Lane 
Mr. Trejo provided an overview of the petition request and staff report provided for this item. 

Motion by Mr. Saunders to approve the Petition for Community Design, Site Plan, and Concept 
Stormwater Management Plan Review for a new single-family home at 738 Harvest Lane, as presented 
in the Memorandum from the Department of Planning and Community Development dated May 16, 2019 
subject to any staff conditions noted therein.  The staff conditions included the following: 

1. Revise streetscape profile for accuracy. 
2. Joint grading of the swale with 742 Harvest Lane. 
3. Draining mechanisms to be installed along the side property lines to reduce ponding if so 

needed. 
4. Streetscape profile needs to be revised to show the design of 738 Harvest Lane. Currently 

shows 742 Harvest Lane twice. 
5. The first 5-ft from the side property line to remain unobstructed. 
6. At the time of application for a building permit, the Petitioner shall submit a final Stormwater 

Site Improvement Plan for review. Final site improvements to include construction 
specifications for Stormwater detention and grading plan. Fees shall be paid for required 
inspections by the City’s Stormwater Consultant. Cost per inspection is $250. Additional 
inspections shall be conducted by staff. 

7. The top of foundation elevation be limited to no more than 657.34. Staff shall be provided an 
opportunity to require additional grading changes to the site, including adjusting the proposed 
top of foundation and location of detention areas, as necessary to control/limit Stormwater 
runoff on the site and to adjacent properties. Any revised changes in the field to provide 
revised plans while building permits are active. 

8. Building Permit Plans shall be in compliance with the Commission reviewed plans consisting of 
architectural plans provided by R.L. Spraul Design, LLC, dated 04/15/19, and site improvement 
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plans provided by THD Design Group, Inc., dated 05/02/2019, subject to any required 
modifications noted herein. 

9. Verification of the proposed building setbacks, the location of the footing forms, and an 
estimation of the overall residential building height based on the elevation of the footing forms 
are to be provided by a registered surveyor of the State of Missouri to the Building Division 
before the pouring of the building footings. 

10. Any exposed portions of the foundation wall along Harvest Lane and the side elevation along 
the south and north in which the foundation wall exceeds a height of one foot (1’) above the 
approve finished grade shall have an exterior finish cover equal to that of the overall exterior 
elevation finish. Building plans submitted at the time of building permit application are to be 
reflective of this condition. 

Motion seconded by Ms. Waggoner.  On a voice vote, the motion passed 5-0.  

D. 738 Harvest Lane 
Mr. Trejo provided an overview of the petition request and staff report provided for this item. 

Motion by Ms. Waggoner to approve the Petition for Community Design, Site Plan, and Concept 
Stormwater Management Plan Review for a new single-family home at 738 Harvest Lane, as presented 
in the Memorandum from the Department of Planning and Community Development dated May 16, 2019 
subject to any staff conditions noted therein.  The staff conditions included the following: 

1. Update necessary plans. 
2. Final site plan review for stormwater to be reviewed by the City’s Stormwater Consultant. 

Stormwater review fees incurred to be paid by the developer. 

Motion seconded by Mr. Saunders.  On a voice vote, the motion passed 5-0.  

E. Text Amendment: Article V “AR” Attached Single-Family Residential District 
Discussion on this item was deferred. 

F. Text Amendment: ‘CC’ City Center Zoning District 
Mr. Trejo provided an overview of the text amendment and staff report provided for this item.  He 
requested the Commission review and prepare to discuss and consider action at the next regularly 
scheduled meeting. 

6. DISCUSSION ITEMS: 
A. Chapter 420 Stream Buffer Protection Regulations 

Discussion on this item was deferred. 

7. OTHER BUSINESS:
